A
Japanese diplomat, Knobu-san, told me about the age-old Sakura Festivals of Japan,”
she continued. “Since many of Vancouver’s 40,000 cherry trees originated as gifts
from Japan, creating a Vancouver festival struck me as a perfect way to express our
gratitude for this generous gift and to celebrate the beauty and joy they bring to

everyone.”
